

Position on the broadening scope of multilateral nuclear disarmament  

The Islamic Republic of Iran is a signatory of the ‘Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty’ (NPT) and shares a truly unique outlook on this international pact. Iran views its development of uranium and nuclear resources as an enrichment of its energy for both civilian and industrial use. This process is done in a peaceful manner. Since the treaty has been open for signature on July 1st 1968, Iran has not pursued any form of nuclear weapons research and development or manufacturing since mid-2007, verified by the UN based ‘International Atomic Energy Agency’ (IAEA). Iran has, and will continue to assist to stop the trafficking of nuclear weapons to terrorist groups. This nation will ensure that its enrichment process is done in a safe manner, and will not rule out possible acquisition of nuclear weapons for strategic purposes.    
Position on the role of diamonds in fuelling conflict  

The Islamic Republic of Iran is not a member of the ‘Kimberly Process’, a UN based accord that stems the flow of conflict diamonds to signatory nations. Iran’s ambassador joined the drafting consensus and working papers in 2005 and encouraged the act of reconstruction processes and conflict resolutions when dealing with conflict diamonds. However, Iran remains uncommitted to any treaty or international agreements in this topic.   
Position on strengthening security and co-operation in the Mediterranean region 

The Islamic Republic of Iran continues to promote the proper ethical and legal practices for the resolution of conflicts in the Mediterranean region. In addition, Iran signed a joint accord with the Republic of Azerbaijan for non-military action in the region and against the foreign involvement of other nations in the area. Iran would support any agreement that allows the nations surrounding and bordering the Mediterranean, autonomy from foreign influences on trade and military practice in the area.   
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
